Artist Application


For the 2026 season, the Erickson Center for the Arts is re-imagining our summer event, combining the best parts of the 906 Festival with the historic Art on the Lake event into an Arts and Music Festival focusing on Upper Peninsula arts and culture. Artists are invited to apply to be considered for this hand selected show of up to 70 artists.


Date and Location !! PLEASE NOTE FESTIVAL TIME CHANGE!!
The 906 Art on the Lake Festival will be held on Saturday, August 1, 2026 from 10:00 AM-7:00 PM at the Erickson Center Park in Curtis, Michigan. Curtis is a unique waterfront village that experiences a significant amount of tourism in the summer months. 

Eligibility
Art created using all media will be considered for the festival.  Upper Peninsula artists and art that represents UP arts and culture will be considered first over other entries.  The artist is required to attend the event displaying their own original work. Items of any kind that are mass or commercially produced or sold, kits or art not created by the artist will not be accepted. The Erickson Center for the Arts reserves the right to reject any application for any reason. Artists are expected to show the work that is accepted, any deviation could cause expulsion from the show.

Artist Responsibilities
Artists are required to be in attendance throughout the event from 10:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m., no early breakdowns. All food vendors and the beer & wine tent will be open until 7 PM. 
Live entertainment (band shell and beer tent) will be held throughout the day, 11:30 AM to 7 PM.  Artists may stay until 7:00 PM if they choose to.  Artists are responsible for removing their own refuse (boxes, packing paper, etc.) at the end of the day. 

Display Space
Display spaces are 12½’ x12½’ (with an additional 2½’ storage area across the back of each site for storage).   Spaces are arranged in groups of four so that most spaces have a corner booth.  Artists are responsible for their own display elements – tent, easels, tables, chairs, etc.  Electricity is only available for food & beverage vendors.  Indicate in your application form if you would like more than one display space. Spaces will be assigned by ECA staff. You will be notified by mail or email which space you have been assigned, along with a festival map. Artists must contain their display items within their allotted space to ensure adequate passageways for foot traffic.  

Shared Exhibits
Exhibit space may be shared by two artists for one entry fee.  However, applications must be submitted by and approved for both parties.  Please note sharing preference on application.

Entry Fee
Entry fees are $85.  The entry fee must be received at the time the application is submitted.  Applications submitted without the entry fee will not be processed. 

Application Deadline !! PLEASE NOTE NEW DEADLINE FOR SUBMISSION!!
Applications will be accepted January 1- May 1. Artists will be notified of acceptance by May 15th. 

Cancellation and Refund Policy
Artists/ vendors who cancel due to medical emergencies will be credited 50% towards the following year’s entry fee.  No other refunds or credits will be issued.

Liability
The Erickson Center for the Arts assumes no responsibility for loss of or damage to any artwork, products, display elements or personal property for any reason (weather, theft, vandalism etc). Please note that the wind can be strong coming off the lake and caution should be taken to secure tents and artwork and displays.   
   
Restroom Facilities
Restroom facilities will be available in both levels of the Erickson Center in addition to port-a-jons located on the grounds.

Parking
Parking is available in the lot across Main Street.  Parking is also available in the parking lot on the north side of the Erickson Center.  Parking is not allowed on Main Street along the grounds or next to assigned sites, or within the festival. Parking space near the west end of the park will be marked. Do not park outside of marked areas.

Set-Up !! PLEASE NOTE SET UP  TIME CHANGE!!
Set up is on Friday July 31st after 4:00 PM and will begin at 7:00 AM Saturday August 1st. Vehicles are allowed on the grounds to drop off your tent and other materials; vehicles must be removed by 9:30am to parking areas.  *Please use caution when moving vehicles during set up and tear down.  Note that there is no electricity or security available.
906 Art on the Lake Festival is located between Big Manistique Lake and South Manistique Lake, and it is often windy; Booths must be secured with stakes or weights. The festival is held rain or shine, so please come prepared for wind & inclement weather.

Wireless internet is available.
